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NOTES FROM THE PRESIDENT
The Keneseth Israelite

On Rosh Hashanah I spoke about the
similarities of congregational life to the
Broadway theater, there being a cast of
characters, musicians, and technicians;
behind them the librettist, the lyricist, the
composer, the director, and of course, the
producers. This month I want to relate a
dramatic personal vignette which will give
you insight into my upbringing and a way
of life which is central to our basic Jewish
principles of Torah, Avodah, and Gemilut
Chasadim, acts of loving kindness.

When I was four years old, certainly
before I learned how to read, I received a
remarkable book in the mail from my
father, then a Naval officer stationed on the
west coast. He wrote an inscription: “To
My Irrepressible Scalawag, Love, Daddy,
Los Angeles, September 12, 1944." To this
day, I have no idea what an irrepressible
scalawag is—but I guess I was, or am, one!

The book, Tobe, is a photographic essay
about an African-American sharecropper
family in the south. What is remarkable is
that this book was published in 1939,
when Jim Crow reigned, by the University
of North Carolina Press! What is even
more remarkable is its message, conveyed
by its excellent photographic content with
captions that a four year old could grasp.

Its message is that we are all human
beings. In a time when Nazi prisoners of
war received far better treatment on our
soil than did African-Americans that was
far from a universally accepted idea. Tobe,
a little boy in a large family, observed how
they struggled to eke out a living on a
hardscrabble farm; how the children loved
their farm animals and pets; how Tobe
himself was frightened by a snake which

crossed his path and by
an older boy who sought
to bully him; how reli-
gion and their church
gave solace to this poor
family. It also showed
how much the members
of the family loved each
other. Not every parent in 1944 would
have bought such a book for his child.

In retrospect, I'd like to think that was
my first lesson in being Jewish. To this day
[ have great difficulty understanding pre-
conceived notions about groups of people.
We live in a world where people stake out
positions about issues and others—and
stick by those positions despite facts to the
contrary. This results in a polarized socie-
ty—paralyzed by its own doing.

The Reform Movement, and certainly
K, strives to disabuse people of such judg-
ments. In our Jewish world, such issues as
differences of opinion on the Middle East
situation, internal politics of the Arab
world and of Israel, often breed interac-
tions which are not healthy. At KI, by virtue
of learning from our Rabbis, by attending
Torah study and other classes, by taking
seriously the words contained in our
prayer books, and by taking part in social
action efforts, we can do our part in mak-
ing this world a little better.

By the way, Tobe now Ttests in the book-
shelf of my oldest grandson, awaiting the
day when he will be old enough to absorb
its poignant lessons of tolerance and deeds
of loving kindness.

On Yom Kippur I spoke about the work
that KI does to meet the needs of people in
the Philadelphia area who are hungty. The
numbers and diversity of this group are on
the rise, both in the city and in the suburbs.
Our Jewish tradition clearly commands us
to share food resources with those who
cannot afford to eat. This is a mitzvah that
we take very seriously at KI.

Fach year our congregation works on
many projects that provide food and support
to the neediest members of our community.
Thank you to everyone who brought bags of

canned goods to Kl on
Yom Kippur. The food
was collected by
Philabundance and has
already been given to
those in need. I also want
to thank Judy Greenberg
who continues to serve
as our High Holy Day
food drive coordinator. Judy and her team sta-
pled the flyers to more than 500 bags and per-
sonally distributed them on Rosh Hashanah.

Additionally, we have an ongoing canned
food collection in the lobby to support the
Abington Interfaith Food Cupboard. Please
remember to bring a can or two with you
each time you come to the synagogue.

During Sukkot we celebrated the fall
harvest with a spirited festival. KIFTY
worked hard to set up games. Local vendors
came to sell their handmade products. The
Creekside Co-op set up a table to provide
information and recruit new members. We
intentionally served food for lunch that was
organic, locally grown, and healthy. The fes-
tival was capped off by a panel discussion.
Naftali Hanau, CEO of Grow and Behold
Foods spoke about hormone-free, local,
Kosher meat production. Jessica Serdikoff
lent her perspective on the intersection
between diet and sustainability.

Food justice is our Social Action theme
for the year. Though we cannot eradicate
hunger entirely, we will continue to work to
provide as much support to those in our
community as possible. Please consider
joining our efforts on December 25th.

writing thank you notes, which is something
I consider as a “post” thank you anyway.
When we look to our teachings, we note that
a "thanksgiving offering” was a sacrifice made
in appreciation for God's gifts. It was truly an

ritual to make it happen. I guess a thank you
note is a pen, piece of paper, and a stamp, or
by today’s standards, an email and a send
button. But to me that is not enough.

The rest of the psalm states: “Tov L'hodot
L'adonai ulzameir I'shimcha elyon.” The
psalm (Psalm 92) suggests that “song” is a
great way to give thanks. So when all of us
are singing prayers, or singing in apprecia-
tion, celebration and healing, we are giving
our offering, We are giving our gift of thanks.

Vayetze, which means, “and he sent,”
begins with the familiar story of Jacob’s lad-

der and then traces Jacob’s journey to the
East. Jacob settles with a kinsman, Laban,
and begins a renewable period of service in
return for marriage to Laban’s daughters,
Leah and Rachel. The Haftarah refers to
Jacob's flight from Esau and his service for a
wife while living in exile in Aram.

Vayishlach
December 10 14 Kislev
Gen. 32:4 Hosea 11:7

Jacob prepares to return to his native
land. He divides his camp and remains
behind. That night, he wrestles with a
mysterious stranger who renames him
Israel at daybreak. Jacob and Esau have a
successful reunion but Jacob’s daughter,
Dinabh, is assaulted by a local Canaanite
after her family resettles on the land. The
Haftarah continues the theme of return
and alludes to Jacob's wrestling with the
angel. (Hosea 12:5)

Gen. 37:1 Amos 2:6

The character of Joseph, with his coat of
many colors and his ability to interpret

dreams, is introduced this week. Joseph's
bragging earns him the contempt of his
brothers, who stage his death and send him
off into Egyptian captivity. Initial success is
met with disaster when Joseph is sent to jail
for alleged misbehavior in the home of his
master, Potiphar. In prison, Joseph again
begins to interpret dreams, and this proves
to be his salvation. The Haftarah elaborates
on the wrongs of Israel during the reign of
King Jeroboam IT and compares them to
problems in Joseph's day.

Miketz - Shabbat Hanukkah

In this portion, Pharaoh has a series of
dreams about cows and corn being swal-
lowed by their own kind. No one in the
court is able to explain the meaning of the
dreams to the Egyptian ruler until Joseph is
brought from jail to talk to the Pharaoh.
Meanwhile, back in famine-stricken
Canaan, Jacob makes the decision to send
members of his family to Egypt in search of
food. The Haftarah relates the story of the
building and dedication of the First Temple.

Unable to contain himself any longer,
Joseph finally reveals his true identity to his
shocked brothers in a deeply compelling
scene.

The Haftarah, from the Book
of Ezekiel, mentions the name of Joseph
and envisions the reuniting of the whole
house of Israel in the wake of the fall both

[ recently attended a
Jewish early childhood
conference at Adath Israel
on the Main Line. For
me, going to Adath Israel was a flashback
in time. I worked as the Pre K teacher
there over 20 years ago. As I listened to the
keynote speaker I made a very interesting
observation. I was pleasantly surprised to
see how many teachers and Directors I rec-
ognized from working together in class-
rooms, workshops and conferences over
the years. There are many fields in which
professionals stay for long periods of time,
but early childhood professionals are
unique. Generally a teacher will stay at a
Temple Preschool an average of fifteen to
twenty five years or more. This is true love
and commitment.

There have been many changes in our
profession over the last twenty years. The
demands have changed from merely play-
ing with the children and making sure
they are in a happy stimulating environ-
ment to understanding the various needs
of children, the variety of family dynam-
ics that exist today, plus learning and ful-
filling the required state mandates and
qualifications. Early childhood teachers
are generally not in the profession for the
“big bucks.” Rather, they seek the emo-
tional and gratifying work that happens
each day in one’s class. As I looked
around the conference, I saw teachers of
all faiths, race, gender and generations.
The mission is the same for each person.
We stay in the field of Jewish early child-
hood education because we are here to
teach Jewish values, to engage our fami-
lies in the school and to work within a
community of learners.

Looking around the room reminded
me of how lucky I am to have learned
from so many committed teachers and
have the opportunity to still learn with
such a committed group of professionals.
Know that your children are cared for by
a profession that loves their work solely
for the joy and excitement of working
with young children. Happy New Year.

No matter what you select, use the holi-
day as a way to teach your children that
Hanukkah celebrates our ability to contin-
ue celebrating Judaism from year to year
and generation to generation. Our celebra-
tion should enhance our Jewish tradition
and our values. Children may resist at first,
but the lessons learned will be long lasting.

L'Chayim: Living Jewishly,
Living Healthy
A Doctor and A Rabbi Discuss
‘Exercise’ In The Jewish Tradtion

On Wednesday, December 7 at 10:30
am., Rabbi Lance Sussman and Dr. Marc
Rabinowitz will present the second install-
ment of their new series on Judaism and
Health. In this session, the Rabbi and the
Doctor examine Jewish attitudes and prac-
tices with respect to exercise! In ancient
days, Jews were both farmers and soldiers
but after the fall of Judea in 70 CE to the
Romans, Jews increasingly became scholars
and merchants. While the Talmud mandat-
ed Jewish parents to teach their children
how to swim (“to save a life”), little else is

heard of “Jews and Exercise” until modern
times. For sure, Jews were not hunters as the
dietary laws only allowed animals to be
killed by shochtem (ritual slaughters). Jewish
men, however, did exercise, as Jewish boxers
rose to great fame, and Zionism, in particu-
lar, called for a whole new attitude toward
“the Jewish body.” In the United States,
both the camp movement and the JCCs
promoted exercise in the Jewish communi-
ty. Some rabbis declared athletics to be a
diversion away from Torah study. What
should we do? Why do we sit at meetings
for hours? To learn more about the history
of Jewish attitudes toward exercise, the pos-
sibilities of future programs and their bene-
fits, please join us. This program is free and
open to the public.

Dr. Dever opened our eyes with stories
of the people who made these precious arti-
facts which range over thousands of years of
early Israelite history through the Hellenist
period.
