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RABBI’'S MESSAGE

Jewish Food Ethics

“Local,” “organic,” “fair trade,” “cage-
free,” “hormone-free,” “antibiotic-free,”
“pastured,” “non-GMO,” “eco-Kosher,”
etc... These terms are part of a new vocab-
ulary used to describe the types of foods
available today in supermarkets, farmers’
markets, food co-ops and community-sup-
ported agriculture programs. Within the
last few years, there has been a dramatic
increase in people’s desire to know where
their food comes from, how it was grown
and/or raised, the way the workers were
treated and the genetic make-up of the
seeds. Discussions about contemporary
food ethics have seeped from movies,
books and lectures in the secular world,
deep into the heart (fabric) of the Jewish
community. After all, our ancestors were
among the first people to seriously exam-
ine the food we eat. They put into place
rules intended for Jewish people to con-
sume only animals that were kosher, that
were “fit” for eating. I have worked with
several Jewish non-profit organizations
and businesses dedicated to redefining
Jewish food ethics to meet modern stan-
dards, and promote the availability of sus-
tainable food options that seek to improve

both human and envi-
ronmental health.
Many Jewish commu-
nities throughout the
country are using their
facilities to make organ-
ic produce and sustain-
able meats accessible
to their congregants.

[ am very excited to announce a part-
nership with “Grow and Behold” to make
Kosher, pastured chicken available right
here at KI! Their chicken is raised on small
farms in Lancaster, PA. They are never treat-
ed with antibiotics or hormones. They
roam around the pasture freely. They are
committed to the highest standards of care
for both the animals and the workers.
Additionally, the meat is certified Kosher by
the Orthodox Union. This is chicken that
meets both the highest ethical and envi-
ronmental standards as well as being tradi-
tionally Kosher, a combination that is cur-
rently very hard to find in greater
Philadelphia. I have sampled the chicken
and it is by far the tastiest poultry I have
ever eaten! “Grow and Behold" will deliver
to KI on April 14th. Orders can be placed
on-line (www.growandbehold.com) by the
Sunday preceding the delivery. I believe this

For more extensive investigation of
the weekly Torah portion, please consider
attending KI's lively Torah Study Havurah,
which meets every Saturday morning in
the synagogue Library at 9:00 a.m. and is
led by our rabbinic staff.

Pekudei — Shabbat Shekalim

March 5 29 Adar I

Ex. 38:21 [ Kings 7:51

Plaut, p.681/627 Plaut, p. 728/637
Pekudei is the final portion in the Book of

Exodus. It completes the Torah's report on the

construction of the Sanctuary in the desert.

The Masoretic notes inform us that there are

1,209 verses in the second Book of the Torah,

divided into 11 reading sections (parshiyot).

The Haftarah focuses on the completion of

the First Temple and includes a prayer and

dramatic speech by King Solomon.
Vayikra

March 12 6 Adar I

Lev. 1:1 [saiah 43:21

Plaut, p. 681/658 Plaut, p. 978/682
Vayikra is the first portion in the Book of
Leviticus. It contains detailed accounts of the
numerous sacifices which defined the ritual
life of ancient Israel. Curiously; the last letter
of the first word of the portion, an Aleph, is
written in miniature, and is the subject of
much interpretation. In this week's Haftarah
the prophet Isaiah takes the people to task
for not living up to their ritual obligations
and expresses divine discontent with them.

Tzav
March 19 13 Adar I
Lev. 6:1 Jeremiah 7:21

Plaut, p. 781/686 Plaut, p. 983/701

This portion continues the discussion
of the various sacrifices of the ancient cult
and ends with the inauguration of the
Sanctuary Service. Aaron and his sons are
consecrated as priests and “did all the
things commanded” to them by Moses. In
the Haftarah, the prophet Jeremiah notes
that the “people” were not commanded to
offer sacrifices at the time of the Exodus.
Centuries later, rabbinic authorities were
able to reconstruct a non-sacrificial, prayer
service based on the prophet’s teaching.
Shemini
March 26 20 Adar II
Lev. 9:1 II Samuel 6:1
Plaut, p.791/705 Plaut, p.986/729

After discussing the deaths of the sons of
Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, Shemini focuses
on the dietary laws of the Jewish tradition.
Leviticus 11 contains one of the most com-
plete guides in the Torah to keeping kosher,
including the prohibition on pork, shellfish
and scavengers of all types. The Torah por-
tion also describes the consecration of the
Sanctuary in the wilderness, and the
Haftarah discusses the transportation of the
Ark of the Covenant to Jerusalem by King
David. In the following generation,
Solomon built a permanent Temple.

Most of this week's portion is concerned
with procedures to heal leprosy and other
skin diseases which often ravaged ancient
populations. The Haftarah relates the story
of how the prophet Elisha (9th c. BCE,
Northern Kingdom) heals Naaman, captain
of the army of the King of Aram, of leprosy.

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“People of the Link” vs.
“People of the Book”

I am fresh off the plane from the annual
conference of the National Association of
Temple Educators (NATE), the professional
organization of all Reform educators, of
which I'am privileged to both be a member
and serve on its Board of Directors.

This year our theme was “Imagineering;
How Technology is changing our people.”
We learned about every different new
type of Jewish technology like Godcast -

a weekly Torah Portion video,
MyJewishLearning.com, the best on line
site for Jewish searching about anything,
on line Religious Schools and other tech-
nology platforms to use in class. But we
spent most of our time talking about how
technology had (or had not) changed the
nature of community, and how we as edu-
cators can and should respond.

The most interesting discussion was an
ongoing debate about being the “people
of the book” (passive recipients of a fun-
nel of knowledge) or the “people of the
link” (those engaged in ongoing multi-
directional discussion of information and
formation of community. Those of you
who regularly read my writings or hear me
speak will not be surprised to know where
[ fall on this debate.

What emerged from the conference is a
realization that not only are we not now the
people of the book — we have never been.
Our most fundamental text is not the Bible
(Torah) like Christians - a once-written never
changing document. When you read the
Torah you rarely find something that sounds
exactly like our current mitzvot - or system
of observance. Our most fundamental text is
the Talmud - a how to guide to all of our

observances along with
discussions that take place f i
across generations. Itisin |
the Talmud that we learn
how to observe almost
every holiday, what it :
means to pursue justice or  Rabbi Stacy ngler
how we might care for the

sick and mourn those we lose. We are com-
munity that has shaped itself not by trans-
mitting a specific set of information, but my
teaching a way of life.

Learning in our age is more than mem-
orizing facts and figures. For almost any-
thing we need to learn by constructing
meaning. The information has impact only
with points of contact, which make the
learning become relevant. Learning does
not belong to an individual person but is
made by the conversations in which the
learning takes place.

Our work is not successful if a student
learns a specific amount; it is successful if a
student becomes a Reform Jewish adult - if
the student is linked from the past genera-
tion to the next generation. This can only
take place where the links are fostered and
nurtured.

The Internet has changed the nature of
Jewish life - no longer is Jewish knowledge
possessed by the only who knows the most
amount of Talmud (usually known as the
Jewish professional) - anyone can gain the
information they desire. What is now fun-
damental in Jewish life - and what we have
devoted the work in our Religious School
to - is fostering the growth of our Jewish
children so that they can construct mean-
ing in what they learn and sprout into the
next generation of committed Reform Jews.

From the Museum

The permanent collection
of the Temple Judea Museum
(TIM) is the personality of the
Museum. It tells us who we are today as it
also tells us about the history of the Jewish
people. One might also say that the objects
in the collection provide the “raw materi-
al” for our exhibitions.

At its beginning in 1984, as the joined
collections of KI and of Temple Judea syna-
gogue, TIM’s original objects strongly
reflected a traditional conception of what
constituted Jewish Art at that time, such as:
fine examples of silver ceremonials; items
that reflect the rituals of the life cycle and
our holydays and holidays; many paintings
of rabbis and old European Jewish life; fine
fabrics such as Sabbath challah covers;
ancient archaeology and the like, all total-
ing almost 1,000 separate artifacts.

Today, 26 years later, almost 2,000
objects now represent a much broader
view of how we have come to visualize
Judaism in its myriad forms. In the last 26
years, as more and more Jewish museums
have opened their doors, the concepts and
realities of what constitutes a Jewish col-
lecting institution have changed radically.

Today the TIM collection is much
broader, primarily thanks to gifts from gen-
erous donors. It now includes contempo-
rary art and photographs as well as historic
paintings. Ephemera as curious as a carton
that once contained kosher Christmas
cookies sits next to a silver antique set of
tefillin. Israel now occupies an important
place in the collection, from its ancient
days to its important Bezalel art school, to
its cities, its art and its own ephemera.
There are now separate collections of dolls
and of plates, each reflective in a different
way of Jewish customs from countries far
and wide. The Holocaust is now represent-
ed through photographs, documents and
material objects.

The museum is known for the “Buxton
Collection of Jewish Music and the
Performing Arts” which did not exist just 6
years ago. Today our fastest growing dis-
creet collection is in the area of American
Jewish history. Fighting from the
Sidelines: The WWII Home-Front, the
museum’s fall 2010 exhibition, gave us the
opportunity to showcase the recent addi-

SHOFAR UKOPIA

CHMIELNICKI UPRISING

[ originally intended to write this col-
umn about Sholem Asch, the Polish-born
American Jewish novelist, dramatist, and
essayist in the Yiddish language.

In reading about him I came upon the
fact that his Kiddush ha-Shem was one of
earliest historical novels in modern Yiddish
literature. It dealt with the anti-Semitic
Chmielnicki Uprising in mid-17th century
Ukraine and Poland.

So I decided to sketch an outline of this
uprising, what it meant to the Jewish peo-
ple, and its ultimate historical import. It is
a historically important time, fading from
Jewish memory, so [ want to bring it to
your attention.

This uprising was a Cossack rebellion
against the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth, lasting between 1648 and
1657. Under the command of a Jesuit
trained Ukrainian noble, Bohdan
Chmielnicki, Cossacks allied with Crimean
Tatars fought battles against the forces of
the Commonwealth. The result was the
eradication of the control of the Polish
szlachta (nobility) and their Jewish inter-
mediaries. Eventually, as a result of multi-
ple factors, not the least of which was the
ultimate weakening of the forces of
Chmielnicki from constant fighting,
Ukraine, finally an independent state for a
short time, was incorporated into the
Tsardom of Muscovy, the Cossacks having
sworn allegiance to the Tsar.

Space does not permit discussion of the
political intrigue and the several international

wars which occurred during this time span.

What is important to know is that begin-
ning in 1569 the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth was formed. The nobility
oppressed the peasantry, introduced unwant-
ed religious missionary practices, and used
Jewish intermediaries to manage their estates.

So, when Chmielnicki told the people
that the Poles had sold them as slaves into
the hands of the “accursed Jews”, the citizen-
1y took up the battle cry and engaged in
wholesale massacre of Jews up and down
the entire swath of land which consisted of
modern day eastern Poland, Ukraine, and
into Lithuania. The account of the number
of dead varies considerably, but is likely that
at least 100,000 Jews were slaughtered, along
with many more Poles. The catastrophe was
worse than the Crusades and the Black
Death in Western Europe. Not until the age
of Adolph Hitler was its horror exceeded.

The scholars of the great Talmudic acad-
emies in the region were not spared;
Talmudic Judaism, legalistic by nature and
alien to the common Jewish person, lost
considerable ground. Chasidism experi-
enced explosive growth, its practices of
worship through emotional means more
understandable to the average person.

To us, Chmielnicki is one of the worst
Hamans in history; in Ukraine, whose inde-
pendence he secured for only a short time,
he is a national hero, along the lines of
George Washington. There is a square in Kiev
bearing his name and a statue; there is also a
town in that country named after him.
