Life's A Journey:
This Time to Rus!

One of the most gratifying aspects of my
eight years at Kl has been developing and
running travel programs for our congrega-
tion. On the grand scale, | have led groups
to Eastern Europe %Poland, Hungary,
Austria and the Czech Republic&, Germany
%one adult and three youth tours&, Israel
and Cuba. At the regional level, we had sev-
eral bus trips to New York and, most recent-
ly, to Maryland. They have been uniformly
wonderful experiences.

Our recent trip to Maryland was no
exception) First, we visited the wonderful
Jewish Museum in Baltimore, which has an
engaging exhibition on the daily lives of
East European immigrants in Baltimore
from a century ago * The interior of row
homes, a sweat shop and lots of "retail #
including a deli display which featured a
menu from my grandfather's restaurant,

From there, we made the short trip to
Ft. McHenry. The tour there began with a
historic 20-minute film about the Battle of
Baltimore, September 13-14, 1814 as told
from the perspective of an associate of
Francis Scott Key. At the end of movie, a
curtain opened to our right and there,
through a huge window, we could see the
Fort, its famous flagpole flying the US flag.

It was inspiring.

From there, we
boarded our bus and
headed to Annapolis,
e We visited the
new Uriah P. Levy
Center on the campus
of the United States
Naval Academy. It is an impressive building
with a facade that looks like Monticello
and a chapel lined with Jerusalem stone. In
the Social Hall, we gathered around Rabbi
Korn's "Admiral Flag# with great pride and
satisfaction. Finally, it was dinner on the
docks overlooking the Chesapeake Bay and
a 2 + hour ride home. It was a perfect day.

I'm now ready for my most ambitious
undertaking: a Kl Jewish Heritage Trip to
Russia and the Ukraine. This trip will push
further and deeper than any of our earlier
journeys. Scheduled to depart on August 4,
2010, we will fly to Kiev, capital of the
Ukraine, visit the Babi Yar killing field, the
home of the great Yiddish writer, Sholom
Aleichem, and meet with members of
Kiev's huge Jewish community. From there,
we will board buses and head out to the
shtetlsShalom Aleichem wrote about and
visit the sites of both the early Hasidic
movement and some of the worst pogroms
in Jewish history. In several of these vil-
lages, ultra Orthodox Jews have again taken
up permanent residence and are in the
process of recreating a Yiddish culture in
the Ukraine, a very different scenario from
