The Keneseth Israelite
The High Holidays have come and

gone, your Senior Rabbi and his wife have
become grandparents for the second time,
and your President and his wife are expect-
ing their third grandson any day now.

So, in the interests of continuing to be
productive, your leadership is working
toward a number of goals, one of which
will be particularly tangible.

By the time the calendar reaches 5773
major improvements to our Sanctuary will
have been completed. Since the final out-
lines of the plan have not yet emerged I
can not go into detail, except to say that
you will be delighted with the changes.

This has, in part, been made possible
by the generosity of those who contributed
to past capital campaigns, and in part by
unexpected bequests which took us, pleas-
antly, by surprise! During the course of this
summer, as a result of a recent bequest, the
officers of KI decided to create our own in-
house legacy project. We hope to encour-
age congregants to consider including
Keneseth Israel in their wills so that funds
will collect for various purposes, whether
they are for programs or endowments, or
for capital improvements.

So, if we can accomplish these goals,
we will have proceeded toward a minor
sort of “messianic era” at KI. As Reform

Jews we do not look for
the Messiah. But…We’ve
been waiting a long
time, though, and he
still isn’t here; most
Yiddish idioms that
mention him have
something to do with
either surprise or disappointment. When
your teenager comes into the living
room and says spontaneously, “Mom,
Dad, I know you’re both busy, so I took
out the garbage and washed the car. I’m
going to make myself a salad and then
go mow the lawn,” your inevitable
response—once you’ve ascertained that
the kid isn’t in some kind of horrible
trouble—-would be, “Meshiekhs tsatyn,
it’s the messianic era!”

The above is but one of many rich
examples of Yiddish expressions found in
BORN TO KVETCH Yiddish Language
and Culture in All of Its Moods, by
Michael Wex. This is a history of that par-
ticular language which is such an impor-
tant part of our heritage.

Next time you select something from
Netflix, look for James Dean in Rebbe
Without A Cause…you’ll enjoy it!!

“Giving Thanks
Together”
Dear Friends,

On Tuesday, November 22 at 7:00 p.m.,
KI will once again host the Cheltenham
Area Multifaith Council’s community inter-
faith Thanksgiving service. Giving thanks is
the perfect theme for joining together with
other faith traditions in a truly, cooperative
fashion. All people have a built-in need to
give thanks. Whether one is Jewish or
Hindu, a believer or an atheist, we all do it.
Giving thanks together only makes the expe-
rience of giving thanks that much deeper.

Many times, before beginning a baby
naming, I explain that the need to gather
one’s family and friends to greet and bless

a new born is all but
universal. What thanks
are adequate for the gift
of new life, for a healthy
and beautiful baby?
Naming ceremonies,
Brit Milah, infant
baptisms and alike are
all celebrations of life. Giving thanks for
life, for sustenance and for all the gifts
which make life richer is, in my opinion, a
universal foundation for religious life.

Moreover, learning to give thanks is part
of being human. What is one of the first
things we teach our little children? To say
“please” and “thank you.” Why? Is it sim-
ply a matter of good manners or is it some-
thing deeper, something philosophical
about how to live and view life? Learning
to say “thank you” at a young age helps

TORAH TIME
SHABBAT READINGS
November, 2011/5772

Judaism is a religion of “the Book.”
Every Shabbat and holiday is punctuated
with a selection from the Torah and
related portions from other sections
from Tanach (the Hebrew Bible). The
following includes citations for the read-
ing of Scripture in the synagogue for the
month ahead as well as a brief summary
of the parashot and haftarot. For more
extensive investigation of the weekly
Torah portion, please consider attending
KI’s lively Torah Study Havurah, which
meets every Saturday morning in the
synagogue Library at 9:00 a.m. and is led
by our rabbinic staff.

Lech Lecha
November 5 8 Heshvan
Gen.12:1 Isaiah 40:27
Plaut, p.91/88 Plaut, p.330/118

In this important portion, Abraham is
commissioned by God as the “first Jew”
and is promised both a people and a land
of his own. Abraham and his family then
leave Haran. The Haftarah returns to the
important theme of God’s enduring love
for the people of Israel and offers an
assurance for Israel’s redemption from
later exile.

Vayera
November 12 15 Cheshvan
Gen.18:1 II Kings 4
Plaut, p.122/121 Plaut, p.334/149

Vayera begins with the story of the
destruction of the evil cities of Sodom and
Gomorrah. Abraham vigorously protests
the sweeping away of the righteous with
the wicked, thereby establishing the place
of “social justice” in the Jewish tradition.
The portion ends with the story of the
“binding of Isaac” (Gen. 22) which is also
read on Rosh Hashanah. The Haftarah
details how the prophet Elisha saves the
son of a Shunammite woman from death,
a story parallel to Isaac’s deliverance in this
week’s Torah portion.

Chayei Sarah
November 19 22 Cheshvan
Gen. 23:1 I Kings 1:1
Plaut, p.156/154 Plaut, p.338/169

As indicated euphemistically by its title,
“The Life of Sarah,” this portion begins
with the story of the death of Sarah and
her burial at Machpelah, today located in
the city of Hebron in the West Bank. The
Tomb of Patriarchs and Matriarchs remains
a sacred place for Jews to this day. A second
story in this portion introduces the majestic
character of Rebecca and describes her mar-
riage with Isaac. Finally, Chayei Sarah
reports the death of Abraham, the first Jew.
Just as the Torah portion discusses the old
age of Abraham, so the Haftarah offers a
portrait of King David and his concerns
with succession.

Toledot
November 26 29 Cheshvan
Gen. 25:19 Malachi 1:1
Plaut, p.173/172 Plaut, p.341/191

Toledot or “generations” is a key term
in Jewish life. In this portion, we learn
about a new generation, the generation of
Jacob and Esau, and their struggle over
their “birthright.” The deception of Isaac by
his wife, Rebecca, and son, Jacob, presents
a difficult moral situation for readers to
ponder and a challenge to any understand-
ing of the family as a social system. The
Haftarah begins with a reference to the
enmity between the twin brothers, Jacob
and Esau.

Vayetzei
December 3 7 Kislev
Gen. 28:10 Hosea 12:13
Plaut, p.194/194 Plaut, p.344/214

Vayetze, which means, “and he sent,”
begins with the familiar story of Jacob’s
ladder and then traces Jacob’s journey to
the East. Jacob settles with a kinsman,
Laban, and begins a renewable period of
service in return for marriage to Laban’s
daughters, Leah and Rachel. The
Haftarah refers to Jacob’s flight from
Esau and his service for a wife while liv-
ing in exile in Aram.

Be Thankful for 
the Lemons

During the month of November and in
the months that follow as well, we talk a
lot about being thankful for what we have
in our lives. It is a time when people give
to others, whether it is money, food or
time. We seem to be more aware of the
needs of others. Recently I had an experi-
ence that made me realize how thankful I
am to have a wonderful career, a loving
family and great friends.

About a week ago I had to go to the
UPS store to mail a package. There was a
nice gentleman there but he was very slow
in assisting me. I needed a certain box and
he told me where to go rather than come
assist me. I had to type in all my informa-
tion myself which I thought was unusual
as I never did this before and made several
mistakes as the system was very confusing.
The whole process seemed to take much
longer than necessary.

A few days later I went back to the same
UPS facility, and there was a different
employee working. This gentleman was so
cheerful; he typed everything in himself
and was super-efficient. He was able to get
me everything I needed and finished my
transaction in a timely fashion. What was
most interesting about this experience was
the man who assisted me had no legs or
hands. He was in a wheel chair and had
nubs for hands, no fingers at all. Except for
his physical appearance there was no differ-
ence in how both employees could do their
jobs. As I was paying we started talking
about his baby and how bad the weather
was when he drove to work that day. It was
obvious this man let nothing slow him
down. I tried so hard not to stare at the
place where hands would be, not because it
was odd but because I admired him and
was intrigued by how he was using his
arms to get everything completed for me.
When I left the store I wanted to tell this

man that he reminded me
of a Super-hero. He
seemed to have so much
strength when life was
constantly throwing him
curve balls.

Years of working with
children and families I have seen a variety of
challenges and disabilities—families with
financial hardships, children with physical
and cognitive disabilities and children who
had lost a parent or sibling. As adults, the
way we handle challenges can have a lasting
affect on a child’s sense of confidence, secu-
rities and success in life. The smile the
teacher wears when she is talking to a child
who stutters can have a huge impact. A kind
word of encouragement can make a child
try something new or difficult. A positive
tone and attitude can completely change the
way a child is thinking about a certain situa-
tion. As parents, our children are constantly
looking at us for our reactions. If your child
trips and you sweetly say it’s ok, you are fine,
the child will generally keep playing. If we
react in a panic and look scared the child
will sense that the situation could be worse
than it actually is. Our tone, attitude and
body language are key factors in how a child
reacts to life’s ups and downs. Teachers and
parents do not have an easy job but it is the
most important one to a small child.

After leaving the UPS store I thought
about the saying “If life gives you lemons
make lemonade” but I realized we could
just be thankful we were given the lemons
in the first place. I’m going back to the UPS
store and tell that gentleman that he is
indeed a Super-hero.

I am thankful for our wonderful
Preschool community and beautiful chil-
dren who walk through the doors each day.

TIKKUN OLAM PROJECT IN
THE RELIGIOUS SCHOOL
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From the Museum

The exhibition that
now fills the Museum
gallery and lobby show-
cases WORDworks:
Precious Heritage is not a
comprehensive selection of the Museum’s
word objects. It is only a part of a much
larger collection. In addition, there are
loans of objects from Rabbi Sussman, from
both KI’s Meyers’ Library and the KI
Archives, and, most notably, loans from
Labron Shuman in honor of Phyllis Sichel.

WORDworks is not an exhibition of
rare books. It IS an exhibition about
words. True, the Jewish people are known
as The People of the Book (The Holy
Bible.) and, words do fill books, so it fol-
lows that books are included here, and
many of them are quite rare, such as a
16th century Torah commentary with an
actual censor’s mark that takes us right
back to the horrors of the Inquisition. The
breadth of this exhibition is indicated by
an actual 18th century newspaper with
mention of Haym Solomon that links
Jewish history to the American Revolution;
an Iraqi Torah Tik, and a menu from a
London kosher restaurant.

There are ordinary books alongside rare
ones, such as a family Haggadah, loaned
by Labron Shuman, with the Seder leader’s
hand written annotations still intact telling
us which guest is to read what and when.
The annotated Haggadah reflects Jewish
life as it is actually celebrated, and is as
much a treasure as are the commentary
and newspaper. Cookbooks, children’s
books, classroom copy books; collected
treasures and cast-offs rescued from obliv-
ion are here too.

In this exhibition are a range of book
objects: An antique Hebrew-English type-
writer, traditional printed books and pam-
phlets; limited edition and hand made
artist books; and scrolls hand lettered by
trained scribes. But words fill more than
books. Words fill letters; direct us in signs;
tempt us in advertising; delight us in music
and art; bring religious ritual off the written
page to our doorposts and to our own bod-
ies; record our life cycle events; Words help
us approach the sacred. Words are power.

Words fill folk objects such as a roughly

made Torah amulet, formed from an old
tin can. In its simplicity could it invoke the
words of the Torah and ward off evil spir-
its? Of course, there are ephemera, paper
objects never meant to be saved beyond
their original purpose. How much poorer
would we be if Emanuel Sufrin, father of
KI member Andy Brookman, had not
saved and treasured the simple mimeo-
graphed Haggadah he was issued for the

Passover Seder he observed as a soldier on
active duty in WWII? It survived because of
the meaning particular words, and a partic-
ular Jewish ceremony, held for this one sol-
dier. 

The objects in WORDworks all have
meaningful histories. I hope you will have
the opportunity to see it in person and dis-
cover your own favorite objects.

We Are Not Bystanders
The three extra commandments on the

wall of the Holocaust Museum in
Washington, DC:
Thou shalt not be a victim
Thou shalt not be a perpetrator
But above all Thou shalt not be a BY-
STANDER!

In the midst of the turmoil and of the
venom of the current UN activities con-
cerning the unilateral proposal to estab-
lish a Palestinian state, completely ignor-
ing negotiations between the two groups
involved, the Palestinians and the state of
Israel, we must be involved in learning
the truth and in explaining it to everyone
we can. Here are just a few basic truths:
1. Nationhood and Jerusalem. Israel

became a nation in 1000 BCE, 1600
years before the rise of Islam

2. For 3000 years Jerusalem has been the
Jewish capital. Jerusalem has NEVER
been the capital of any Arab or Muslim
entity even when the Jordanians occu-
pied Jerusalem, they never sought to
make it their capital, and Arab leaders
Never came to visit.

3. Jerusalem is mentioned over 700 times
in the Tanach not once is it mentioned
in the Koran.

4. Arab refugees were INTENTIONALLY
not absorbed into Arab lands. An equal
number of Jews displaced by Arab states
were absorbed immediately by Israel.

5. The PLO’s charter calls for the destruc-
tion of Israel. Israel and the United
States, by contrast, both accept a two
state solution.

6. The UN record: the UN which votes to
establish a Palestinian state. Of the 175
Security Council resolutions before 1990,
ninety seven (97) were directed against
Israel. Of the 690 General Assembly res-
olutions before 1990, four hundred and
twenty nine (429) were against Israel. By
contrast, the UN was SILENT while: the
Jewish cemetery on Mount of Olives was
desecrated, 58 Jewish synagogues were
desecrated in Jerusalem, and Jews were
prevented from visiting both the Temple
Mount and the Western Wall.
These are incredible times. We have to

ask what our role should be. What will we
tell our grandchildren about what we did
at this turning point in Jewish destiny? Will
we be BYSTANDERS?

The KI Israel committee (Sonnie Katz,
Chair) brings knowledge, understanding
and support to the cause of the state of
Israel. Last year we sent 24 Bibles (the com-
plete Tanach) to our sister Reform congre-
gation, Sulam Ya’akov, in Zichron Ya’Akov,
Israel. Rabbi Sussman and a 36-member
delegation from KI also visited Sulam
Ya’akov this summer. Locally, we presented
5 diverse Israeli films and co-partnered with
the Temple Judea Museum in the exhibi-
tion “World War II: Fighting On”

This year the committee has already
shown the moving “Precious Life” and the
topical “The Home Front“. On October 26
we will host a speaker from Ben Gurion
University’s program “Start up in the Negev”.
On Sunday November 20 the film “The
Debt“ will be shown at 3:00 p.m. This is not
the film currently being shown in theaters,
but the original Israeli version, and as usual
with all of our films, Amiram Amitai, distin-
guished film lecturer and producer at Temple
University will comment and take questions.

The committee would like to express
sincere thanks to the Howard and Marilyn
Koffs for their wonderful and exciting
posters depicting the films we show - really
a work of dedication.

Lastly, our twin Reform synagogue,
Sulam Ya’Akov in Israel is greatly in need of
our help and support. This year they have a
program of providing Shabbat meals to chil-
dren of orphanages in their area. These chil-
dren have been placed there because govern-
ment agencies found their homes to be unfit
for their rearing. The synagogue also wishes
to create a garden and Sukkah on their
grounds to enhance the property. As you
know, they had a difficult time getting
ground and a building and establishing the
Reform synagogue there. These activities - the
feeding of the children as well as the garden
and Sukkah need financial support. We will
help. Won’t you? To help, please send a
check to KI Israel Committee and in the
memo portion indicate Sulam Ya’Akov.

Let us not be “bystanders” in our efforts
to support Israel and the Reform move-
ment in Israel.

KOL YISRAEL AVERIM: “All Israel is
