Bringing in the
Jewish New Year
with Tzedekah:
Opportunities for
Social Action at KI

•On Rosh Hashanah it is written, on Yom
Kippur it is sealedƒBut repentance (teshu-
va),prayer (te“llah), and charity (tzedekah)
temper judgment•s severe decree.Ž

We have recited these powerful words as
a spiritual refrain when we prayed together
throughout the High Holy Days. During the
Hebrew months of Elul and Tishrei (usually
corresponding to August, September, and
October) Jewish tradition instructs us to
gather as a community of individuals to
re”ect on our actions from the past year.
How well did we treat our family and
friends? When were we honest, when did
we tell lies? We also think about the state of
the world. Did we give enough to our com-
munity? How did our personal and com-

munal actions impact
the environment
around us?

We are not expected
to be 100% perfect;
That would be impossi-
ble. Even the wisest,

people we know make mistakes. Each year
we are given opportunities to do teshuva, to
repent for our sins, to say we are sorry to our
family and friends for times we have hurt
them, whether intentionally or accidentally.
This season is a time for us to look inward. It
is an opportunity to commit to living differ-
ently in the coming year.

Our tradition does not judge individu-
als solely on how we have acted, but on
how sincere our desire is to improve our
lives, our community and our world. The
beginning of the Jewish year is a perfect
opportunity to act on our values of repair-
ing the world.

Thank you to everybody who brought
paper bags back on Yom Kippur full of

Shabbat Sukkot 
October 2 15 Tishrei
Lev. 23:33 Ezekiel 38:18
Plaut, p.930/827 Plaut, p.1640/1443

The Torah portion focuses on the spe-
cial instructions in the Book of Leviticus for
celebrating Judaism•s Fall Harvest Festival.
Included are the Mitzvot of Lulav, Etrog
and dwelling in the Sukkah. Ordinarily the
Haftarah echoes the theme of the Torah
portion. This one, however, contrasts the
Torah•s contemplation of the past with the
total upheaval in the future that will
accompany the ultimate redemption.
Simchat Torah
October 9 22 Tishrei
Lev. 23:1 Ezekiel 44:15
Plaut, p.927/823 Plaut, p.1001/846

This portion continues to catalogue the
•leviticalŽ content of the middle book of the
Torah. Particularly interesting to modern
Jews is Leviticus 23, which summarizes the
annual cycle of Israelite holidays. This chap-
ter begins with a short statement on Shabbat
and continues with a review of the rules of
Passover. In Judaism•s original calendar, the
•yearŽ began in the Spring. The Haftarah,
from the Book of Ezekiel, is linked to the
Torah portion in its discussion of the •leviti-
calŽ responsibilities of the priests in the
prophet•s vision of a rebuilt second Temple.
Bereshit
October 17 29 Tishrei
Gen. 1 Isaiah 42:5
Plaut, p.18/19 Plaut, p.320/51

Bereshit offers a majestic account of the
creation of the world. Not to be under-

stood literally, the Torah•s understanding of
the origins of the universe emphasizes
design, awe and the ultimate goodness of
existence, a remarkable breakthrough in
articulating humanity•s relationship with
nature. The Haftarah continues the theme
of Creation and proclaims God•s sovereign-
ty over the cosmos.
Noach
October 24 6 Cheshvan
Gen. 6:9 Isaiah 54:1
Plaut, p.57/59 Plaut, p.326/85

Frustrated with the problems of human
beings, God determines to destroy the
human race and selects Noah and his family
to rebuild humanity. Noah builds an ark
which successfully weathers the great ”ood.
The ”ood ends with a divine promise that
God will never again seek to destroy
mankind. The rest of the portion traces sub-
sequent generations from Noah to Abram.
In the Haftarah, God•s eternal covenant with
the Jewish people is cited as parallel to God•s
covenant with Noah and all of humanity.
Lech Lecha
October 31 13 Cheshvan
Gen.12:1 Isaiah 40:27
Plaut, p.91/88 Plaut, p.330/118

In this important portion, Abraham is
commissioned by God as the •“rst JewŽ
and is promised both a people and a land
of his own. Abraham and his family then
leave Haran. The Haftarah returns to the
important theme of God•s enduring love for
the people of Israel and offers an assurance
for Israel•s redemption from later exile.
Vayera
November 7 20 Cheshvan
Gen.18:1 II Kings 4
Plaut, p.122 Plaut, p.334

Vayerabegins with the story of the
destruction of the evil cities of Sodom and
Gomorrah. Abraham vigorously protests
the sweeping away of the righteous with
the wicked, thereby establishing the place
of •social justiceŽ in the Jewish tradition.
The portion ends with the story of the
•binding of IsaacŽ (Gen. 22) which is also
read on Rosh Hashanah. The Haftarah
details how the prophet Elisha saves the
son of a Shunammite woman from death,
a story parallel to Isaac•s deliverance in this
week•s Torah portion.

When people ask me what makes KI•s
Religious School different I use the following
example. When I was a child, and probably
when you were too, teachers taught children
about the holidays. I can remember hearing
… all Jews light candles every Friday night to
celebrate Shabbat, or for Sukkot, all Jews
build a sukkah. I went to religious school for
about 11 years and hardly missed a day. My
family drove 45 minutes to get to our syna-
gogue because that is where my friends went
to school. Yet many would have described us
as uncommitted. My parents paid their bill
and went to High Holy Day services but I am
not sure in 11 years if my dad ever came in

the building on a Sunday
morning. I do remember
our secret meeting place
after school where he
would strategically park his
car so we could be the “rst
ones out of the carpool
line... You get the picture.

At KI•s school, our teachers would
never say •All Jews build a sukkahŽ or
•All Jews doƒanythingŽ. What does that
say to the young Jewish child who is sit-
ting in class and does not have a Passover
seder or does not make hamantaschen
at home? Rather we learn by doing.

This month when we celebrate
Sukkot, the teachers will bring the chil-
dren outside into the sukkahand ask …
what would it be like to live in a sukkah?
How would you feel? How does it com-
pare to your own home?

Our tradition is full of holidays; it

seems these days there is one every week.
But the holidays, in my opinion, are not an
end in and of themselves. If we stop at
building the sukkah, if we only have the
challah on Shabbat, our goal is not com-
plete. We must go to the next step … we
must learn from the message of the obser-
vance. At KI, our school is trying to do that
and so much more.

As I write this article, it
is my “rst day back in the
office after nearly a month
spent in Israel with my
daughter, son-in-law and three young
grandchildren. While this was my 21st trip
to Israel, it has been 10 long years since I
was last there.

Hopefully, the current Museum exhibi-
tion, marking the centennial of Tel-Aviv,
re”ects the joy and wonder of my visit.
Much in Israel has changed over the last 10
years. There are overpasses and underpass-
es, actual traffic tunnels … even one under
Jerusalem•s Old City walls; and toll roads
and highways now crisscross the country,
speeding traffic on its way.

On one hand, Tel-Aviv looks more and
more like New York, with modern shop-
ping, modern condominiums, cafes and
gourmet restaurants everywhere. On the
other hand, the city displays a new found
respect for its own history as restoration
projects abound to bring back the
sparkling glory of The White City, Tel-Aviv•s
Bauhaus treasure. More and more young
people are returning to Tel-Aviv to raise
their families and enjoy an urban lifestyle.
The streets are full of them and their spirit
is uplifting.

My professional research took me to
Tel-Aviv•s Municipal Archives, to meetings
with local curators, walking tours and
museum visits. We visited two exceptional
science museums, one in Haifa and one in
Jerusalem. My grandchildren were thrilled
to play at science in an Israeli way, and my
son-in-law, Dr. Aleister Saunders of Drexel
University, and I were able to bring back
lots of great ideas for Israelology: From the
Bible to Bio-Tech, our Legacy Israel grant
program. Aleister will chair the grant•s KI
Parents Committee

Everywhere I went, I was carried along
by a •force “eldŽ of energy that marks the
personality of Israel. The highlight of the
trip was that I was with my children and
grandchildren. Where once I held my
young daughter•s hand as we trailed
through the Old City and prayed at the
Western Wall, this time it was the hands of
my grandchildren that held mine as my
daughter now led the way and served as

So read the headline of an interesting
obituary which appeared in the New York
Times on August 9th of this year.
Excerpts follow:

$Amos Kenan, an iconoclastic Israeli
writer, whose anti-religious and anti-Zionist
views made him a longstanding irritant to
the political establishment, died on Tuesday
in Tel Aviv. %e was &'.

$Mr. Kenan, who fought in the *+/&
Arab-Israeli war but also belonged to the
anti-Zionist and anti-religious Canaanite
movement, consistently roiled Israel•s political
and cultural waters as a columnist, novelist,
playwright, painter, sculptor, screenwriter and
“lmmaker. Somehow he maintained a career
as a restaurant critic as well.

$Politically he was unpredictable. In the
*+&0s he scandalized his old comrades from
the pre-*+/& underground when he com-
pared the Palestinian struggle to their own
youthful campaign, and in his “ction he took
an absurdist, dystopian view of Israel•s future.

$As the struggle for Israeli statehood
gathered momentum, he joined the Lehi,
referred to by the #ritish as the Stern Gang,
the most extreme of the underground para-
military organizations in Palestine.

...At the same time, in1uenced by the
poet 2onatan Ratosh, he joined the
Canaanites, a small but in1uential group of
artists and writers who hoped to build a
%ebrew rather than a Jewish state in the bib-
lical land of Canaan that would embrace
both Arabs and Jews. It regarded Judaism
and Islam as retrograde, and dissociated itself
from the Jewish 3iaspora$

$After “ghting in the Israel 3efense
4orces during the *+/& war, in which he was
wounded, he began writing a satirical col-
umn, 5zi and Co. in the newspaper
%aaretz, and began taking potshots at impor-
tant religious “gures.

$In *+67 he was arrested on suspicion of
throwing a bomb into the garden of the trans-
portation minister, who had just banned driv-
ing on the Sabbath. Although the courts ac8uit-
ted him, the newspaper•s publisher “red him.

$4rom *+6/ to *+9' he lived in Paris,
where he wrote several plays, in1uenced by
the Theater of the Absurd.

$After returning to Israel in *09', he
picked up where he left off. %e inaugurated a
new column in 2ediot Aharonot that ran for
the next /0 years and published his “rst
novella$$$.%is most successful novel was
;The Road to Ein %arod<, an =rwellian
mixture of history, fantasy, and philosophy in
which an Israeli and an Arab are thrown
together after a military coup sends Israel
hurtling toward fascism$$$.

$.%e later joined Ariel Sharon•s
Shlomtzion Party, named after Mr. Kenan•s
daughter Shlomtzion.

I include this obituary in this column ,
not because I espouse the positions he
took, but because it illustrates an interest-
ing life; a person unafraid to express his
opinion, yet still a part of the voices of
Israel, which, after all, are not monolithic.

Did you ever think what positions you
would take if you were facing the world•s
opprobrium? Certainly many Jews, in the
wake of the Holocaust, who had an expecta-
tion of decent treatment in their ancient
homeland, felt angry at the double-dealing
of the British, who consigned many Jews to
the gas chambers by limiting Jewish immi-
gration to Palestine during World War II and
who raised many obstacles in the years fol-
lowing the war. Would you be angry? Would
you be inclined to join the Irgun or the Lehi?
Would you feel betrayed by fellow Jews in
Palestine who condemned you for your vio-
lent actions against the British before the
declaration of statehood? Or would you be
deserving of such condemnation?

Israeli newspapers were willing to
employ Mr. Kenan for a protracted period,
indicating a level of tolerance which is
admirable.

This column is intended to create inter-
est in Jewish mattersƒand what matters
now, among other things, is our Torah
v•TarbutAdult Education program, through
which you will learn about events and peo-
ple you may never have known of. Please
consult your KI program brochure for
October•s sessionsƒyou•ll be glad you did.
