One of the great epic poems of the
Torah, Haazinu is a literary masterpiece. In
it, Moses pays homage to the greatness of
God and Israel’s troubled relationship with
the Eternal One. In the end, Haazinu offers
the Jewish people hope for the future.
Moses, however, “is bidden to ascend Mt.
Nebo” and prepare for his death. Similarly,
the Haftarah includes the text of King
David’s song of Thanksgiving. In it, David
proclaims his enduring faith in God.

Bereshit offers a majestic account of the
creation of the world. Not to be under-
stood literally, the Torah’s understanding of
the origins of the universe emphasizes
design, awe and the ultimate goodness of
existence, a remarkable breakthrough in
articulating humanity’s relationship with
nature. The Haftarah continues the theme
of Creation and proclaims God’s sovereign-
ty over the cosmos.

Frustrated with the problems of human
beings, God determines to destroy the
human race and selects Noah and his fami-
ly to rebuild humanity. Noah builds an ark
which successfully weathers the great flood.
The flood ends with a divine promise that
God will never again seek to destroy
mankind. The rest of the portion traces
subsequent generations from Noah to
Abram. In the Haftarah, God’s eternal
covenant with the Jewish people is cited as
parallel to God’s covenant with Noah and
all of humanity.

In this important portion, Abraham is
commissioned by God as the “first Jew”
and is promised both a people and a land
of his own. Abraham and his family then
leave Haran. The Haftarah returns to the
important theme of God’s enduring love for
the people of Israel and offers an assurance
for Israel’s redemption from later exile.
